This Act may be cited as the "¥ild Bird Conservation Act of 1382."
SEC, 2 FINDINGS,

The Congress finds the following:

(1) In addition to habitat Toss and local use, the internstional pet trade in
vild-caught exotic birds is contributing to the decline of species in the wild,
and the mortality associated with the trade remains unacceptably high.

(2) The United States, as the world's fargest importer of exotic birds and as a
Party to the Convention, should piay a substantial rele in finding effective
solutions to these problems, including assisting countries of origin in
implementing programs of wild bird conasrvation, and ensuring that the market
in the United States for exotic birds does not operate to the detriment of the
survival of species in the wild,

{3) Sustainable utilization of exotic birds has the potential to create
economic vatue in them and their habitats, which will contribute to their
conseryation and promote the matntenance of biological diversity generally.

{4) Utilization of exotic birds that is not sustainable should not be 2llowed.
{5) Broad international attention has focused on the serious conservation gnd
welfare problems which currently exiat in the trade in wild-caught anieals,
including exotic birds.

{8) Many countries have chosen not to export their wild birds for the pet
trade. Their decisions should be reapected and their efforts should be
supperted,

{1) Several countries that allow for the export of their wild birds often lack
the means to develop or effectively implement scientifically based management

plans, and these countries should be nsnisted in developing and implementing
menegement plens to enahle them to ensure that their wild bird trade is
conducted humanely and at austainnble levels.

(B) The mnjor exotic bird exporting countries are Parties to the Convention.

(9} The Convention recognizes thet trade in species thqt'are threetenad with
extinction, or that mey become 30, nhould be subject to atrict regulation.

(10) The neceaaary populntion asseanments, monitoring programs, and tppropriats
remedinl measures for apecies listad in Appendix !l of the Convention are not
alvnys being undertnken in order to meintein species et levels sbove vhich they
night become eligible for inclusion in Appendix | of the Convention.

(11} Resolutiona adopted pursuent to the Convention recommend thet the Parties
to the Convention tnke appropritte measures regnrding treds in species of
exotic birds that have significently high mortefity retes in tranaport,
including suspension of trade for cowmercizl purposes between Parties when
appropriate.

{12) Article XIV providea that the Convention in mo way affects the right of

any Party to the Convention to adopt stricter domestic messures for the

regulstion of trade in all species, whather or not Tisted in an Appendix to the
Convention,

(13) The United States prohibita the export of all birds nstive to the United
States that are caught in tha wild.

(14} This Act provides 1 serias of mondiscriminatory meesures thst are
necessary for the conservation of exotic birds, and furthers the obligations of
the bnited States under the Convention.

SEC. 3 STATEMENT OF PURPQSE.

The purpose of this Act is to promote the conservetion of exotic birds by--

(1) assisting wild bird conservetion and manegement programs in the countries
of origin of wild birds;

(2) ensuring that all trade in species of exotic birds involving ths United
Stntes is biologically susteinnble end ia not detrimentn] to ths apecies;

{3) limiting or prohidbiting imports of exotic birds when necessnry to ensure

(1) The term Convéntion mezns the Convention on [nternational Trade in
Endangered Species of ¥ild Fauna and Flora, as amended, signed in Washington on
March 3, 1973, and the Appendices thereto.

{(2) The term "exotic bird"-

{4) means any live or dead member of the class Aves that is not indigenous to
the 50 States or the District of Columbia, including any egg or offspring

{1} dopestic poultry, dead sport-hunted birds, dead museum specimens, dead
scientific specimens, or preducts manufactured from such birds; or

(11} birds in the following families: Phasianidae, Numididae, Cracidae,
Meleagrididae, Megapodiidae, Anatidae, Struthionidae, Rheidae, Dromsiidaz, and
Gruidae,

(1) Each of the terms "import” and "importation” means to land on, bring inte,
or introduce into, or attempt to land on, bring inte, or introduce into, any
place subject to the jurisdiction of the United States.

(4) The term "person” means an individual, corporation, partrership, trust,
association, or any other private entity; or any officer, employee, agent,
department, or instrumentality of the Federa! Government, of an State,
mupitipality, or political subdivision of a State, or of any foreign
government: ary State, municipality, or pelitical subdivision of a State; or
any other entity subject to the jurisdiction of the United Statea.

(5) The term "qualifying facility” means an exotic bird breeding facility that
is included in a list published by the Secretary under section 7.

{6) The term "Secretary” means the Secrstary of the Interior or a designee of
~the Secretary of the (nterior.

(A) me:ns any species, sny subspecies, or any distinct population segment of &

- The impartation of gzny exotic bird of a
species identified as a category B species in the report eatitled "Report of
the Animals Committes”, adopted by the Bth meeting of the Conference of the
Parties to the Convention, is prahibited.

(2} TERMINATION OF MORATORIUM.-A species of exatic birds shall be subject to
the prohibition an importatien established by paragraph {1) until the
Secretary, after notice and an oppartunity for pubiic comment-

(A} determines that appropriate remedial measures have been tazken in the

(1) AUTHORITY TO SUSPEND IMPORTS.- The Secretary is authorized to suspend tie
importation of exotic birds of any species that is Tisted in any Appendix to
tha Convention, and if applicadle remove the species from he list under section
§{(a), if the Secretary determines that-

(A}{i] trade in that species is detrimental to the species.

(1) there is not sufficient iaformation availeble on which te base & judgnent
that the species is not detrimentally affacted by trade in that species, or

(§i1) remedia) measures have been recommended by the Standina committes of the

Convention that have not been implemented; and
(8} the suspension might be necessary for the conservation of the species.

(2) TERMINATION OF SUSPENSIOK.-A specios of exotic birds shall ba aubject to a
suspenaion of importation under paregraph (1} until the Secretary, after notice
and an opportunity for public comment, makes the findings doscribed in section
§(c) and includes the speciow in tho liet publiwhed under section €(a).

(¢) NORATORIUM AFTER ONE YEAR FOR OTHER SPECIES LISTEQ IN APPENOICES. -
Effective on the date that is one yaar after the date of the enactment of this
At, the importation of any exotic birds of a wpecies that is listed in any
Appendix to the Convention is prohibited unless the Secretary makes the
findings described in section §{c) and includes the species in the list
pubTished under section §(a).

{d4) LIMITATION Ok NUMRER IMPORTEQ OQURING FIRST YEAR.-Notwithstanding any
other provision of the Act, the Secretary shall prohibit the importation,
during the f-year period beginning on the date of the enactment of this Act, of
exotic birds of each species that is listed under any Appendix to the
convention in excess of the number of that species that were imported during
the most recent year for which the Secretary has complete import dats.

SEC. 6. LIST OF APFROVEQ SPECIES.
{a) LISTING.-

{1} IX GENERAL.-One year after the dete of enactment of this Act and
periodically thereafter, the Secretary shall, after notice and an opportunity
for public comment, publish in the Federal Register a Tist of apecies of axotic
birda that are listed in an Appendix to the Convention and that are not subject
to & prohibition or suspension of importation otherwise applicable under
section 5(a), (b), or {c}.

The staff had never performed n
emputation on suck a tiny bird, but they did a fine job. He came through his
operation with flying colors - that was two years ago.

0f course it was quite a shock to him when he discovered his handicap.
{ did wy best to design a home for him that would help him to cope. He has 2
little basket in hia cage filled to the top with hay. He hooks his neck or the
stump of his leg over the edge to balamce himself, and there he spends his time
surveying his domain. Mis food and water dishes are practically flat, and they
are placed in the corners of the bottom of his cage. He does sort of &
helicopter flying to the bottom of his cage, and then flops ovar to his dishes.
He seems to manage. True to charactor, The Champ has incorporated a ney
athletic feat into his repertoire. After eating, he flies straight up from the
. bottom of his cage, hangs for 1 moment like & humsinghird, then drops directly
down into his basket - dead center.

BREEDING THE BLACK-FACED GRASSQUIT

by Jose Aleman

Wost aviculturists are familiar with the Cuban Melodious nnd the 0five
Finches. Roth are wewbers of the Tiaris fawily. A third wewker of this Family
is the Rlack-faced Qrassauit.

The msle and female have olive green badies snd the male hss an
intense black head. :

At ane time we yere housing the Cuben, Olive end Biack-faced Grassmuit
pairs in the seme planted outdoor aviary. To sy surprise the Cubans were the
amly pair that successfully bred in this community gituation. The Ofive and
Riack-fnced naver even attempted to breed. Last summer ve decided to remove the
01ive snd Cuban pairs and leave the Bleck-fnce alone in thet avinry.

This winter, shout the second week of February, 1 noticed the female
sitting in one of the lerge wicker nests for extended perieds of time. A fow
duys Tater | could hear the chicks calling to be fed. By March lst (1991) three
chicks had emerged from the nest snd were on the floor of the aviary, begging
for fand,

By mid-March the chicks were beginning to est hy themsalves and were
joining their parents in flight. It is recommended that you remave the
offspring as soon as they sre weened to prevent wortality due to territorial
fighting or fighting during mating by the perents. This also allows the parents
the privacy to sttempt breeding again.

It is almost impassible to band the chicks due to the fact that the
nest is guarded closely by the femaie end she will leave immadintejy if
molested or endangered,

I strongly recommend housing the pair in & planted aviary hy
themselves. The large wicker basket proved to he the nest choice of this pair.
tt is alsn of great help to supplement their diet with high quentities of high
quality proteins, such as egq and insects, gither dried or fresh. & fortified
Finch seed mix is also impertant and cliean, fresh water sheuid aiveys be
present in their enclosure,

¥e are very proud to be honered with the First Breeding Avard by the
Sunshine State Cge Bird Seciety of Orfando, FL fer the Cuben Melodious {March,
1989) and the Bleck-faced Grassquit (warch, 1991). Presently we ere working
with the 01ive Finch. We are hoping fer success in breeding the Olives, perheps
by March of 13%2.




The Cherry Finch ia an sesily mainteined, frae-breeding, excellent
thoubird which haa very fem dravbacka -- if any! Thay are from Australin, like
msny of the finches available today and are 2 plus to enyone's aviary. '

Cherry Finchea ere beautiful Tittla finchea that are quietly colored, .
bt if well cered for they becowe abaolutely beautiful birda. The main colors,
beina brown and vhite, meke it poasible to overlook Che birda at first glance
bt the cherry colored cap (especially on the male} makes them worth » second
look and makea them quite attractive. Thers is nou a faun mutation in which tha
brouns are diluted to e beautiful “plywood faun™ color. The cherry cap iz still’
evident and the tail retaing the dark brown color. Peraonally, | like the faun
Cherry Finch more than the norwals. The Fawns aeem to be es atrong and robust
e3 the normala which is not the case in wany mutations today.

| heve been keeping cherry Finchsa for only & short time and have
already given thew second place in my Tiat of favorites. They seem to breed
vithout problems if they are given the chsnce to pick their own partners. My
pairs seem to Fike amal! amounts of eggfood and very little, if any, live food.
They Tove spray wiflet and a good finch aeed mixture. They do well on this
simple diet. They are just like any other Australian finch when it comea to
incubation and rearing of the young. There zeema to be no preference aa to
neating receptacle, so | asaume that they'll nest in anything suiteble,

The Cherry Finch alzo makes a fine exhibition bird. 1f trained in a
ahou cage correctly they uill uaually just ait there and pose for the judge.
The reason | mention this is thet they sees to be unusually calm by nature
which mekes them a natural for exhibition.

Cherry Finches don't seem to very social birds and so it ia good to
put only one pair of Cherrya per flight cage to avoid problema. ¥ith the paira
that | have, the males uill often disturb esch other and disrupt breeding
. auccesa if housed together. | find this true uwith meny of the Australians that
| raize so | try to keep only one peir of sach apecies per flight.

Since Charry finches are very picky about selecting matea they should
be aeparated at a very sarly age from their brothera and sistera, before pair
bonds form between the siblings. { find that if young malea are separeted from
their aistera before this bonding takes plece that | can then pair them up the
vay that | choose, not the uay that they choose!

In concluaion, | would urge anyone interested in finchea to obtain 2
pair or two of cherry finches and fine out for themaelvea uhat sxcellent birda
they are!

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FINCHSAVE REPORT ~-- JUNE 1992

L FYNCHSAVE meeting uaa held at the Rird Clubs of ¥irginia Convention
in April. We diacussed redefining some of the categories so as to have them
sdequately covered by the current number of available Group Managers. A1though
ue realize that these changes are contrery to proper ornithelogical
categorizations, they seem to suit our purposes batter for the present.
Buntings will be placed in the softbill group and Tuinspots and Pytilias uill
not be grouped with vaxbiils as the vaxbilf group is grouing rapidly and mey
need to be divided.

The importance of conducting a national survey to determine hou many
and vhat species of finches and softbills are presently being kept and bred in
this country uas discussed. Certain species have been excluded from
participation becausa it is aasumed that they are being bred in aufficient
numbars but there is no study to back up these assumptions. We afzo need to
tnou specifica’ly uhich spacies are most in danger of becoming unavailable.
Several NFS members (Jan Havn, Laura Sherman} heve valunteered to work on the
survey form and set up a program to process the informetion. WFS support is
naeded to publish the survey guestionnaira in one or several of the bird
publications such as American Cage Bird Magazine and/or Bird Talk to make it
availsble to the genaral public. We can also aak NFS affiliated clubs to halp
distribute the questionnaires. This could be a very positive and important
project for WFS as well as FINCHSAVE.

The first FINCHSAVE nevsietter vas mailed out in March. A copy vas
sent to all NFS foard members as vell as participants. Our present participants
ire very enthusiastic and dedicated to their task. & mjority of the
participants are uorking with more than one species. FINCHSAYE presently has 12
participants with 23 different species, 198 birda all totaled, in the progran
a5 of June 1, 1992,

Our represented species are as follows: Softbills: Pagoda Mynah,
Rothachilds Wynah, Zosterops, Cinnamon-breasted Rock bunting, Pakin Robin.
Warbilis: Red-chasked Cordon 8leu, 8lue-capped Cordon Bleu, Afack-cheeks,
grange-cheeked, Lavender, Strauberry, Green Avadavat, Yellow-belliied, St.
Helena. Auatralian/Parrot: Ov] Finch, Diamond Sparrov, Alue-Taced Parrot
finch. African: Red-breaated Bluebill, Scaly-crovned Weaver, Green Singer,
Pater'a Tuinspot, Cutthroat. We still need prrticipanta in all thosa categories
and particularly in the folloving: Mannikins, Europeans and South American
Finches.

| have received at Teast one (somstimes more) application each nonth
aince the beginning of the year. Our perticipanta have played a large part in
recruiting others into the program. We need to have a progress report in each
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iseue of the Bulletin so thet all NFS mombers can see that the program is
making a atrong cemeback.

There are & number of othera who are interested in joining but heve
not obtained their birds yet. Dne importent fact is that our participants are
communicating. A number of perticipenta are reporting successful breeding of
their speciea. | am trying to ast up e metwork to help participants and
potential perticipents find birds.

The currant FINCHSAYE Directors Committee conmists of a few faithful
helpers and participants ere taking ¢ wore ective role in the program. Some of
the members of the original FINCHSAYE Committes heve not been heard from in
months. ! would like to hear from thew again and to hear from other
individuals, whether or not they havo birds to enroll at this time, if they
have s desire to help ths progran go forvard. Psople who do enroll aeem to have
given serious thought to this commitment and this is reassering.

| have been ssked to talk to several clubs in the coming months about
FINCHSAYE. | am in the process of putting together a slide presentation for
this purposs. Suggestions and slides would bs wost epprsciated.

Aspergillosis

Asperglllosis Is a disease caused by fungal infection. usually of the respiratory
tract, and effecting a wide varfety of marnmals and birds. It Is caused by the bacteria
Aspergtlius fumigatus and other Aspergillosis species, chiefly Aspergillus flavus.

The two forms comunonly seen in birds are a *chronic” form and an "acute” form.
The chronic formn is related to lmmunosuppression of the patient leading to infecton
from normal background levels of Aspergillus spp. speres. The pesterior thoractic
and abdominal air sacas and the bifurcation of the trachea (ayTinx) are the most
common locations for lesions. The progression of the disease is directly related to the
state of decompensation {weakness)ofthe bird's immune system, the virulence of the
strain of the fungus (production of toxins) and the locatlon of the lesions (do they
cause obstruction?).

The acute formn occurs as a result to an overwhelming number of fungal spores.
In thls form, multitudes of abscesses are formed throughout the parenchyma (air
exchanging portion of the lungs). in pet birds, the author has seen this form of
aspergllius In psittacines kept on corncob substrate. Other factors contribute as
well, including exposure to spore laden environrents, peiting soil in nest boxes,
fecal matter or other cage-bottom debris that dries and becomes powdery.

Early in the disease, the birds are presented this with a history of good appetite.
Often the birds have large watery areas around the feces. and yellowing or greenish
urates (white matter) in the droppings, As the disease progresses. respiratory signs
begin to develop, including dyspnea (labored breathing) and later. a milky-white
discharge from the trachea,

A dlagnosis is made by a combination of blood tests. tracheal and air sac
cultures, and microscople examination of specific ceils. Endoscopy and/or explor-
atory surgery will also assist the diagnosis confirmation,

Anearly. aggressive treatrentis vital if therapy s to be successful. Additionally,
good, supportive home care is essential, Prevention is important. and cleanliness,
including removal of any old debris. and adequate ventllation to prevent continuai
Inhalation of dust and airborme contaminates.
